The Tujia practice nuo (exorcism) ceremonies evoking the
spirits of Fuxi & Nuwa who they believe are the original
“First Couple.” The ceremeony includes supernatural feats
such as climbing ladders qf sharp knives walking on
hot coals or glass.# ;
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
